1. Go to the Art Institute in Chicago.  Keep your ticket and hand it in as proof of purchase.

2. Find a piece of art from any 2 of the following artists:

Pablo Picasso, Salvador Dalí, “El Greco”, or Bernat Martorell (St. George Slaying the Dragon)

These artists are pre-approved.  To research other artists’ work, look them up on the Art Institute’s website:  http://www.artic.edu/aic/index.html
Get them pre-approved as many artists are Dutch or French at the Art Institute.

3. Compare and contrast the 2 pieces of art.  Be more specific than the colors used in the art.  These questions may guide you:

a. What are the characteristics of each artist?

b. When was the piece created?

c. What is the main idea or them of the piece?

d. What materials are used?

e. Where is the artist from?

f. What is the “style” of the piece?

g. What story does the piece tell you?

Spanish 2 answers the questions in Spanish.

4. Answer the Reflection Questions in English.  Your paper must be typed and double spaced.

5. Bring back a post card of one of the pieces of art that you saw, even if you didn’t use it in your paper.
