Course Description
The Junior Biology course is designed to be the third step of the Physics First mentality. It is designed to build on and use the content that you obtained in physics and chemistry. We will be studying cutting edge topics in cell biology, biotechnology, developmental biology, genetics, evolution, taxonomy, and ecology. 

Students in Junior Biology will only succeed if they appreciate that this course will be taught at the junior level and will be very challenging.  Students should be prepared to spend a minimum of 1hour of study time per class period.  Remember that this class is a graduation requirement.
Course Materials

As there will be many handouts for this class, it is strongly recommended that students place course materials, especially the laboratory materials, in a 3-ring binder to help organize the large amount of information that they will be receiving over the course of the year. 
Laboratory
The Junior Biology curriculum has 17 required laboratory exercises.  These labs will be assessed during class and on final exams.
· Note - Additional lab activities beyond the 17 required Junior Biology labs will be offered.  These labs are designed to supplement the content coverage of various topics.  

Late Work
