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· Length: Your speech needs to be somewhere between 3-6 minutes long.

· Topic: After your group determines the theme of your restaurant you will each choose a “dish” to make. It should be something you are capable of making at home, not something that requires a gigantic oven or crazy kitchen gadgets that you can only order on late-night infomercials.

· Visual Aid: You must have a visual aid for each step of the speech. So, if there are five steps in your recipe, you need a visual aid for each of those steps. 

· Outline: You will be completing an outline for your speech which should follow the format listed below. Any outline not following this format will not be accepted.

· Due Date: Speeches will be given Jan. 17-20; each person will know in advance which day s/he is to speak so s/he can bring in all necessary supplies. 

Sample Outline: Making a Peanut butter and jelly sandwich.

I. Introduction

a. Explain what you are going to make and why you are going to make it. 

b. Where did you get the recipe?

II. Ingredients/materials

a. Peanut butter

b. Jelly

c. Bread

d. Plate

e. Butter knife

III. Process

a. Step One

1. Take two pieces of bread out of the bag and lay on a plate

b. Step Two

1. Using a butter knife, spread jelly over one side of one piece of bread

2. Lick knife to clean off remaining jelly

c. Step Three

1. Insert knife into peanut butter and spread over one side of the second piece of bread

d. Step Four

1. Put the two pieces of bread together and enjoy

IV. Conclusion

a. Maybe give examples of how to enhance your PB&J sandwich (put bananas or pickles, etc.)

b. Maybe give side dish options that go good with a PB&J
