National Honor Society

Membership in the National Honor Society (NHS) is one of the highest honors that can be awarded to a student.  It brings to the attention of parents, teachers, peers, and the community the accomplishments of students who possess outstanding scholarship,  service, leadership, and character.  Membership is an honor conveyed upon students; it is not a right earned.

The four ideals that are used for selection to the NHS are scholarship, service, leadership, and  character.   The National Honor Society strives to recognize the total student — one who excels in all of these areas.  To be eligible for membership in this group, a student must be a sophomore or junior who has been in attendance at Lakes Community High School the equivalent of at least one semester.  Nominated students receive a letter of invitation based on their cumulative GPA of 3.50 or higher.  Interested students must then attend a mandatory informational meeting, and submit the required forms and essay for review prior to the deadline.

In preparation of receiving a letter of invitation to the National Honor Society at Lakes Community High School, candidates are encouraged to put forth every effort both in the classroom and co-curricular activities.  Community service is an important consideration.  Students should become involved in school activities and community service beginning in their freshman year. The National Honor Society Advisers can provide additional information regarding service opportunities both at school and in our community.
Scholarship

The student must have and maintain a 3.5 cumulative grade point average.
Service

The student must participate actively in school and/or community activities demonstraging service throughout the year in several different ways.
Leadership

The student is a leader in the classroom, at work, and in other school or community activities. 
The student is a positive role model and inspires other students to achieve excellence.

Character

The student must demonstrate qualities that society aspires to achieve and finds admirable,  consistently exemplifying desirable behavior.

Students who have been selected and inducted into NHS must maintain the membership standards and continue to demonstrate the outstanding qualitites that were considered for selection.  Members are required to attend meetings, volunteer for community service:  10 hours per semester if inducted as a sophomore or 20 hours per semester if inducted as a junior, and participate in the activities sponsored by NHS.  Any student failing to maintain the standards under which he/she was accepted faces probation and/or dismissal from membership per the guidelines set forth by the National Association.
