You will be graded on your notebook content, organization, and neatness during each chapter test.  No notebook on test day = zero grade.  Be sure to get the notes from a fellow student or your teachers if you are absent.

2.  HOMEWORK:  All homework is to be done in pencil on loose-leaf paper with a heading that includes your name, the date, the class period, and the assignment number.  Each homework assignment is worth 5 points.  For the most part, we grade on effort over accuracy.  To get full credit, you must fully explain WHAT you didn’t understand for each incomplete problem.  

3.  QUIZZES:  You may use your binder on any quiz – as long as you have it with you in class.

4. TESTS:  No notes or help are allowed on a unit test unless otherwise specified.

5.  PROJECTS:  We will have projects throughout the year.  More details to follow.

6.  Don’t be afraid to ask for help – in or out of class.  There are many sources for help including us, other teachers, family members, study groups, tutors, etc.  If you make an appointment with us, we’ll be happy to help you before, during, or after school.
