Interior Design Final Specifications:

1. Presentation Boards

· One or Two (2) Presentation Boards required in a 30” x 20” horizontal format.  Boards may be of mat board, foam core, or illustration board.  

· All lettering on presentation boards must be typed or templated or in hand-drafted architectural lettering conventions.  No pencil lettering.

2. Presentation Materials

· Only the two boards will be accepted.  No notebooks, models or loose materials.

· The floor plan is ¼”scale, using standard architectural symbols and templates.  Students may copy, trace or re-draw floor plan as long as it stays in ¼” scale. 

· Floor plan will depict all furniture selections using a furniture template and labeled/coded.  Floor plan should be labeled with name of room, size in sq. ft. and any relevant features.

· Elevations and perspectives are optional.  Rendering of the drawings is optional.

· All boards need a title block with the North symbol (no compass rose).  Furniture selections presented should be tracings or existing photographs, magazine photographs, or line drawings.  All furniture should relate to the materials selected. i.e. Selected sofa should have a corresponding fabric that is on the board.

· Window coverings and floor coverings should be included as pictures of the product, and/or the actual materials and drawn on the floor plan.  

· The Color Scheme should be evident in the selections of materials on the board.

· Materials that could be found on a board but are not limited to are the following: color paint chips, fabric samples 2” x 3”, wood samples, tile samples.

· Concept Statement:  One (1) paragraph no more than 25 words displayed on the board.

3. Verbal Presentation

· All individuals will need to present their projects verbally.  Verbal/Oral Presentations will be 3 – 5 minutes long.  No pre-recorded verbal presentations will be accepted.
· Students will need to start the presentation with the written concept, do a walk-through of the space and the material decisions and how they relate to the concept and client needs discussing any issues with the space that provided a challenge to problem solving.
4. Project Portfolio

· (8 ½” x 11”) format will cover which corresponds graphically to the presentation boards.  This project portfolio will accompany the 2 presentation boards.  All narrative needs to be typed.  
· Illustrations and sketches (not to scale) are allowed and optional.  The following requirements are:
1. The concept statement. 

2. How the students’ concept meet the client’s needs
3. A description of the design issues encountered in completing the room
4. Traffic patterns discussed and are required as an illustration of the floor  plan (not to scale) and keyed 
5. Budget
6. The color scheme is to be identified along with research and knowledge of color usage. i.e. the color scheme is a complimentary color scheme using light, warm colors to offset the cool temperatures in the evenings and the overlaying forest of trees that darken the interior during the day.
